From downtown: 

  

Take Broadway north to Grayson.  Turn left on Grayson.  

You’ll pass Sam’s Burger Joint and the Aveda Institute on your left.  

You’ll see a Pearl Brewery sign at the next entrance.  

The Full Goods building is between this sign and Isleta Street.  

Take the stairs to the second floor and go to the Nature Conservancy 

office entrance (suite 202) in the FULL GOODS building.  

Parking is available along Grayson Street and  

under the Hwy 281 overpass. 

  

 

From Hwy 281 SOUTH: 

  

Take the Grayson/Josephine exit.  At the end of the exit ramp, you will 

be at a traffic light intersection for Josephine Street and Avenue A.  

Go straight through the light.  Continue for 1 block to the next 

intersection (a stop sign intersection at Avenue A and Grayson Street).  

The Full Goods building is along Grayson Street to your right.  

Take the stairs to the second floor and go to the Nature Conservancy 

office entrance (suite 202) in the FULL GOODS BUILDING.   

Parking is available along Grayson Street and  

under the Hwy 281 overpass.
